However | was
reminded that my joy is not based on
my circumstances and the
circumstances around me. “...count it
all joy when you fall into various
trials....” James 1:2 “Rejoice always,
pray without ceasing, in everything

give thanks; for this is the will of God in
Christ Jesus for you.” | Thessalonians
5:16-18 | hope this reminder will help
you as it did me.
